This paper gives details of the main services at the Parish Church, together with information about the choral music at the services, and notices of other musical events.  St Mary’s is a church with a well-established musical tradition, and this is reflected in the information printed on this service-list.   There are different styles of worship at St Mary’s, including some services of a much more informal nature (see, for example, 6 January and 26 March at 1100.
