This term the choir is in a transitional stage, with the majority of the services being sung by the Upper Voices.   We are looking forward to re-instating the four-part choir at an early stage, and invite enquiries from altos, tenors and basses, who are interested in singing with a parish choir which has a wide-ranging choral repertoire.   However, there are also other styles of worship at St Mary’s, including some services of a much more informal nature (see, for example, 3 October and 5 December at 1100, and 24 December at 1600.
